Certificate of Appointment


Limitations:  The Procurement Executive holds authority to appoint contracting officers in the Department of State.  The only exception, for Chiefs of Mission to make temporary appointments under limited circumstances, is delineated in the Department of State Acquisition Regulation (DOSAR) reference cited below.  When circumstances make a temporary appointment necessary, posts must adhere to the requirements and limitations set forth below, and furnish a copy of the appointment to A/OPE.  It is strongly recommended that post consult with its A/OPE desk officer prior to executing a temporary appointment.

Temporary warrants. The Chief of Mission is delegated the authority by the Procurement Executive to issue temporary contracting officer warrants for periods up to 90 calendar days in order to cover emergency, post-specific operational requirements (e.g., staffing gaps, medical evacuations, extended leave, etc.). These temporary appointments shall be executed on the Standard Form 1402, and a copy shall be furnished to A/OPE. The warrant shall contain both a dollar limitation of no more than $100,000 and a specific period (not to exceed 90 days) during which the warrant is effective (DOSAR 601.603-3 (b)).
